a. Purpose.  This interagency agreement between the Department of Veterans Affairs (VA), Austin Automation Center (AAC), hereafter referred to as BuyIT.gov, and the Department of ____________________, hereafter referred to as the Client, authorizes the Client to issue and administer task orders under the Global Information Technology Support Services (GITSS) contracts pursuant to the terms of this agreement.  BuyIT.gov’s authority for this agreement is (1) the Clinger-Cohen Act, 40 U.S.C. 1424(a)(2) (also known as the Information Technology Management Reform Act of 1996), and (2) the Government Management Reform Act of 1994, Pub. 2. Scope.  Under this agreement, the Client’s contracting officers are authorized to issue and administer task orders under the GITSS contracts subject to the terms and conditions of the same, on behalf of Client’s agency.

3. Period of Performance.  This agreement and any modifications thereto become effective when signed by BuyIT.gov and Client and shall remain in effect for the duration of the GITSS contracts (effective date of award plus 7 years) or until otherwise terminated.  Client will ensure that the agreement is signed by an official who is authorized to sign interagency agreements.

4. BuyIT.gov Responsibilities:

a. Only BuyIT.gov can authorize other government agencies to use the GITSS contracts.

b. Only BuyIT.gov can issue modifications or otherwise make decisions that affect the basic GITSS contracts.  BuyIT.gov will inform the Client of all modifications to the basic GITSS contracts.

c. BuyIT.gov retains responsibility for interpreting basic GITSS contracts terms, conditions, and contractors’ responsibilities.

5. Client Responsibilities.  Client will:

a. Fully comply with applicable procurement regulations and policies and the GITSS contracts terms and conditions.

b. Notify the cognizant GITSS contracting officer(s) of the need to modify the basic contract to ensure it remains an effective contract vehicle.

c. Ensure GITSS contractors are provided a fair opportunity to be considered for each task order award in accordance with Special Contract Requirement H-14 of the GITSS contracts and FAR 16.505(b).  Additionally, Client will ensure that requirements issued under any exception to fair opportunity are fully documented.

d. Use performance-based contracting methods to the maximum extent practicable.

e. Administer and be responsible for all matters pertaining to task orders issued on behalf of Client’s customers, including any disputes, claims, assignment of claims, consent to subcontract, etc.  Client is responsible for interpreting, for each task order issued, associated contractor responsibilities and successful performance.

f. Provide evidence of GITSS task orders and modifications issued by forwarding copies of same to the BuyIT.gov point of contact.  Copies of all GITSS task orders, and modifications thereto, issued by each contracting officer shall be provided within 15 calendar days of execution of each action.
g. Close-out the task orders after all actions are completed.  Provide notification that a task order has been closed out to the cognizant basic GITSS contracting officer(s).

h. Not redelegate the authority provided herein.

6. Audit and Administrative Review.  BuyIT.gov at its discretion has the right on a periodic or as-needed basis to review Client’s task orders and related files issued under the GITSS contracts.  Client, upon request, shall provide the cognizant basic GITSS contracting officer(s) access to the task order file(s) for review.  Client shall cooperate fully with any such review.  The scope of the review shall be limited to ensuring compliance with the terms and conditions of the GITSS contracts and this agreement.

7. Changes.  This agreement or any of its specific provisions may be revised or amended only by the signature approval of the parties signatory to the agreement or by their respective official successors.

8. Termination.  This agreement may be canceled upon 30 calendar days’ written notice by either party.  Such cancellation will be executed only by the signature approval of the parties to this agreement, or their designees, or by their respective official successors.  If this agreement, or any task order issued under this agreement is cancelled, the Client assumes responsibility for all costs resutling from cancellation.

9. Disputes Resolution.  All differences of opinion regarding this agreement will be referred initially to the BuyIT.gov and the Client’s points of contact for resolution.  Any differences that cannot be resolved at this level shall be referred to a third-party forum, which is mutually agreed upon, in writing, by both parties, in advance.  Resolution of issues shall follow a generally accepted alternative dispute resolution process, the terms of which will be agreed upon by both parties, in advance, in writing.

10. Protests, Disputes, or Claims.  In the performance by Client of the functions delegated by this agreement, it is possible as a result that protests, disputes, or claims are made against the Government.  Client shall be responsible for its acts or omissions resulting in any protests, disputes, or claims against the Government and shall bear the expense of costs associated with any such protests, disputes, or claims.

11. Confidentiality and Non-Disclosure.  By signing this agreement, Client agrees to maintain the confidentiality of this agreement and any procurement sensitive information.  Client agrees to not release any information to anyone who is not also authorized access to the information, by law or regulation, and then only to the extent that such information is required in connection with such person’s official responsibilities without expressed consent of the cognizant basic GITSS contracting officer(s).

12. Marketing.  By signing this agreement, Client grants permission to be listed as a partner on the BuyIT.gov Web site.  Additionally, Client agrees to post a link to the BuyIT.gov web site on any web site it hosts and maintains.
